For the past 25 
years, we have had the privilege of offering camp free of charge to the youth of Highland Park. 
For many of them, it is the highlight of their year. It is a highlight for us as well as we are able to 
see children come back year after year and grow in their walk with God. Between our 5 week day 
camp and our one week overnight camp, we know that our summer program is the most 

effective way to reach kids for Christ. 
 

We plan to offer the same kind of Day Camp (5 weeks, 3 days a week that includes tutoring, 
recreation, Bible class, field trips and this year they also will receive one special week of music, 
art, and dance), one week of overnight camp, and the teen summer employment program.
